For instance, I want to travel, emigrate, or to buy a car. I know they cannot realize that, so I try to do it myself. I am saving money from my work. My father pays me for helping him at the bakery. On personal matters, I talk to my mother most and also to one friend. If I am in big trouble, I tell my father, or my cousin who can help me."
(…) In their narratives, most children go beyond the camp's physical representation. Living in a Palestinian community gives them a sense of security and community protection.
